Any individual, group, busi-
ness or organization that has 
completed substantial com-
munity service activity in 
the past year is eligible for 
nomination. 

Nominees are judged on 
their time commitment, ac-
complishments and the im-
pact of their service.  

Service projects should ad-
dress a community need and/
or enhance the quality of life 
of North Carolinians, as well 
as demonstrate generosity 
and kindness. 

“Nominating someone for 
the Outstanding Volunteer 
Service Award is an excel-
lent way to recognize the 
invaluable contributions vol-
unteers make to our society,” 
said Marilyn Williams, 
UWPC executive director. 
“It is a way to recognize that 
volunteers make everything 
we do possible.” 

A four-part nomination form 
must be completed to nomi-
nate a person or group for 
the award. Completed forms 
will be examined by a volun-
teer committee. Five volun-
teers will be chosen for local 
recognition and one winner’s 
name will be submitted to 
the NC Commission to be 
considered for the state-wide 
Medallion Award.

     Girl Scouts—North 
Carolina Coastal Pines 
exists to meet the unique 
needs of girls and to help 
them grow into caring and 
confident young women. 
With the support and 
guidance of adult 
volunteers, girls develop 
leadership skills 
while learning the 
importance of 
personal 
responsibility, the 
value of goal 
setting, the spirit of 
teamwork, and the thrill of 
accomplishment. From 
sports skill-building clinics
